Welcome back to the Summer term at Matthew Academy! | hope you have had a lovely, relaxing Easter Holiday and are looking forward to the term ahead. Please find
information about our topics and class expectations below.

Curriculum

For the first part of the term, the children will be
learning through our topic- Our World. Within
this, we will be exploring the local environment
and in particular how we could improve on
environments such as our local parks and open
spaces. In science, we will focus on Habitats. We
will link this closely with animals that we can find
in our own school habitats such as our pond and
forest school. We will be visiting the Forest
School so if your child has their own wellies,
please send them in.

Weekly Activities

PE will be every Tuesday and Wednesday. Please
ensure your child comes to school in their full St
Matthew Academy PE kit.

Library — due to the COVID-19 crisis, we will be
unable to take the children to the library.
However, there will be a good selection of books
to choose from in our class reading area.

After School Provision — this will begin the week
commencing 26 April. Further information will
be provided closer to the time.

Homework
Homework will be set every Friday with the
expectation that it is returned on the following

Wednesday. Homework will include a set of weekly

spellings which will be tested the following Friday,
one piece of writing and one piece of maths. We
will also occasionally set a topic task. Please try to
allow your child to complete their homework as
independently as possible.

Topic homework will be set once a half term with 6

weeks to complete it in.

For this half term, your child’s topic homework is
to take some photos of themselves out and about
in the local area. For example, at the park or
visiting a woodland. Any photos of interesting
animals they come across are also most welcome!
It will be due on Friday 14*" May .

Reading

| cannot reiterate how important it is for your child to
continue to read often. Statistics show that if a child
reads 20 minutes per day compared to 1 minute per day,
they will hear 1,800,000 words per year compared to
8000 words per year. This in turn shows that a child who
reads 20 minutes a day will likely score better than 90%
of their peers in standardised tests.

Please ensure your child reads every evening and this is
marked in their reading record book which is checked
daily. For a bonus achievement point, upload images of
your child reading to our class SeeSaw or e-mail directly
to me. We are always interested in any exciting activities
your child is involved in so please send in any photos or
certificates they might receive throughout the year.
